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PLOT:

In a small village cursed by the unexplainable plague of the living dead, Lucio, an honest worker, is the only person who can make a stand against them. He has problems under his household- in the basement of his home in the woods he keeps Ana, his once beloved wife who became a desfigurated demon of extreme violent behavior. Lucio finds  refuge in the local bar, where odd habitants of the small town gather. On a magical night at the bar, Lucio rediscovers love with beautiful Nancy, but his relationship is threatened both by the locals, the dwelling demons and by his wife’s jealous rage. Can Lucio solve all his problems with the strike of an ax?

THE REASONS AND GOALS OF THE SHORT FILM: 

“I´ll see you in my dreams” is a tribute to the directors that for so many years made us enjoy the horror genre. They are masters of filmmaking – George A. Romero (“Night of the Living dead”), Tom Savini (“Night” 1990 remake), Lucio Fulci, (“House by the cemetery”), Lamberto Bava (“Demoni”), Sam Raimi (“Evil Dead”), Peter Jackson (“Braindead”), David Lynch (“Eraserhead”).

The main goal of this project is to transmit a climate of anguish and dispair caused by the constant presence of the zombies in a small environment, without any explanation for the phenomena. We will try to create a very heavy and tense atmosphere, and enhance the humor that comes with desperate situations. 

Character development is equally important, who deal on a daily basis with situations of love, betrayal, sex and senseless violence.

We want the audience to feel empathetic with Lucio, the main character, a man who works fastidiously, and comes home to find his wife in the arms of another man. We want the audience to understand why he decides to throw her out of his home, making him responsible for her transformation in one of the creatures that he most hates and destroys every day on his way to work. Lucio is forced to use violence along the movie, not having many options to deal with the demonic situations he meets. Concluding, “I’ll see you in my dreams” is a simple daily situation drama filled with zombies, thus being a good excuse to bring the living dead to Portuguese screens.

Born in Lisbon in 1977.

He began his musical studies in the Jazz School of Hot Clube de Portugal in 1994, studying with Carlo Moreno, Mário Laginha and João Maurílio. Through this institution he participates in workshops with Bruce Barth, Phil Markowitz, Arnie Lawrence, Dave Liebman and Frank Mobus. At the same time, he attends the Conservatory and the Academy of Music to make a profound study of classical studies. He records the first album of the band Los Tomatos with whom he performs for many nacional and internacional TV shows. He interrupts his studies in Social Communication at the 2nd year to enter the Berklee College of Music in Boston, with a scholarship. He had  teachers Joanne Brackeen, Ray Santisi and Kevin Mahogany and, in parallel, he attended particular classes with the pianists Benny Green and James Williams.

In 1997, he participates in a workshop in Italy, where he is distinguished with the “Outstanding Musicianship Award”, being invited to represent his school on the Umbria Winter Jazz Festival.

In Boston, he performs at the M I.T. with the Berklee Concert Jazz Orchestra with Herb Pomeroy as a guest.

He presents his first trio in 1999 with the bass player Ron Mahdi (who played with Roy Haynes and Chet Baker) and later forms a quartet with the spanish saxophonist Jesus Santandreu.

In 2000, he completes his Performance degree and returns to Portugal, having the opportunity of participating in the 1st Jazz Festival of Tomar and of playing with musicians such as Carlos Barretto and Nuno Ferreira. In August, he forms his trio (strongly influenced by the styles of Oscar Petterson, Ray Brown and Ahmad Jamal) with double-bass player Nelson Cascais and  drumer Carlos Vieira, holding his debut at the prestigious Hot Clube de Portugal. The trio had held also a concert at Gil Vicente’s Theater in Coimbra, Centro Cultural de Belém, Festival de Jazz do Algarve, etc.

He recorded for the soundtrack of the film “Deux” with Isabelle Huppert, and António Pedro Vasconcelos “The Imortals”.
